ALLIED HEALTH

This area of the healthcare field delivers services involving the identification, evaluation and prevention of
diseases and disorders; dietary and nutrition services; and rehabilitation and health systems management.

Bachelor of Science in Radiation Therapy
Become an essential member of any cancer care team.

This program includes a full-time clinical internship during your
final year. You will also have the opportunity to practice using our
newest simulation technology to enhance your learning experience
and provide the best patient care.

Bachelor of Science in Surgical Assisting
Students will learn how to provide surgeons with the instruments
and equipment necessary to perform surgery, how to assist the
surgeon during the procedure and how to provide pre and post-
operative care in the office setting.

This program is one of the first bachelor’s degree programs in the
country to combine surgical technology, first assistant and office
practice training, which goes beyond traditional surgical technology
programs.

Medical Imaging Programs

Medical imaging uses various technologies to diagnose, monitor or
treat medical conditions. We offer several medical imaging programs
at Bellin College with many clinical experience opportunities.

Bachelor of Science in Diagnostic Medical
Sonography

1. General Vascular: Abdominal, Obstetrics/ Gynecology, and
Vascular (with the option to minor in adult echocardiography)

2. Cardiovascular: Adult Cardiac, Pediatric

At Bellin College, current students can participate in service learning and travel
abroad to enrich their lives and practice the skills they learned in the classroom,

in labs, and during clinical.

Bellin College Guatemala Mission Trip

During winter interim, selected students have the
opportunity to travel to Aldea Punta de Palma,
Izabal in Guatemala. During the trip they stay on
the Mision El Faro grounds, along the east coast of
the country. The group of 14 selected students will
have course content during the fall semester, which
will increase their knowledge of the Guatemalan
culture and the health issues that are found in the
city and rural communities.

Informational sessions are held in February, with
applications due in March. The teams consists of
26 individuals, 13 students and 13 providers/team
staff members.

The Guatemala Mission is open to all students in
all programs. Students are able to apply during
their final year in their respective programs.

Immersion Clinical

The Immersion Clinical is an alternative winter interim clinical option that allows students to work with
a variety of different populations and service agencies throughout Northeast Wisconsin. Students will
explore issues of social justice and the social determinants of health, and learn strategies to enhance their
cultural humility.

This is an intense five-day clinical experience that fulfills two clinical credits (90 hours), so students should
plan not to work during this time. This option can be used to fulfill the clinical requirements for NUR

468C (Public and Community Health Clinical and NR 482C (Public/Community Health Clinical).

Bellin College First-Year Experience (FYE) program is
designed to help students succeed and foster a sense
of belonging.

This comprehensive experience begins during Students
Connecting, Registering, and Uniting at Bellin College
(SCRUB) Days in June and July. Then, first-year students
arrive the weekend before classes in late August for a Week of
Welcome to kick off the start of the academic year. Activities
begin at a nearby camp, where first-year students have the
opportunity to become more familiar with the college, meet
their mentors, and get to know their fellow classmates.

The program also introduces a few of the social and extra-
curricular activities Bellin College offers.
