•  Documentation of immunization history
•  Technical Standards Inventory (signed by parent/guardian for 

students under 18 years of age)
•  Two-step TB testing
•   A caregiver background check will be completed during 

application process

Students are responsible for providing their own hospital scrubs and payment 
for the State of Wisconsin certified testing.

What is a nursing assistant?
Nursing assistants (NAs) are an essential member of a 
healthcare team, who work under the direct supervision 
of a nurse and perform basic duties such as dressing, 
bathing, feeding or transporting patients. 

The Nursing Assistant Program at Bellin College is 
a State of Wisconsin approved nurse aide training 
program and is reviewed every two years by the Office of 
Caregiver Quality of the Division of Quality Assurance 
of the Wisconsin Department of Health Services.
